Five children were
promoted up two years at the
end of the last academic year.

We have a small number of
children who are in mainstream
school who all passed their
end of year exams and were
promoted to the next year. We
are very happy at the progress

We are seeing gradual but great improvements
in our children. New House parents will soon be
appointed to run and manage the children’s
home. Existing staff are doing a good job of
managing the work. They are working particularly
well at getting the balance right between running
the home in a relaxed and non regimental way,
but at the same time maintaining some discipline
when it comes to education, hygiene and chores
which each child needs to be involved in. We
are very clear that we do not want our children’s
homes run like “orphanages” which tends to be
the norm in India even in Christian ministries.
These children’s lives are extremely valuable
lives and each and every one of them counts.

One of the major problems we are ! nding is
that children who reach 12, 13 years of age are
being moved by distant relatives. Aunts, uncles,
sometimes grandfathers and grandmothers who

see in their nieces, nephews or gandchildren a
possible opportunity to have a cook, cleaner,

or worse still an earner who can be put to work

in order to bring home some income. In almost

all of these cases we are powerless to stop this
happening. The relatives have power of attorney.

The result is that the child is literally robbed of an
education.

We aim to introduce
afldavits to the
home soon. This will
not stop the
practice, but it will
certainly reduce it.
On the plus side
we do have
several of our
children who

are starting full
time and further
education. We will
continue to report
on their progress.

Widows Fund

LIM recently was involved in raising funds for hundreds
of widows in Bangalore, India. Having connections
with Grace Gospel Church, an Indian church of
thousands in the heart of Bangalore, LIM’s director,

Paul Hallam was able to take a team over to visit and

support their work.

Widows in India are not treated the same as in Britain

and therefore do not have the same bene!

we would in the UK, being very oppressed in some
communities. Grace Gospel Church aims to change
this environment for the widows and share the love of
Christwith them. Once a month, GGC hosts a meeting
where a few hundred widows gather for fellowship
and prayer and here they are given a free meal and

100 Indian rupees each which is equivalent to

under £1.40. All the funds are raised by the Indian
church as they get no input from western churches
for this cause. The LIM team were asked to hand out
100 rupees (raised by the Indian church) and a meal
to each woman. The team came back to the UK so

inspired and moved that they felt compelled to raise
money for the widows in Bangalore. They launched a
